08:00 am:  Pick you up from your hotel in Kanchanaburi by V.I.P minivan, and then transfer 
you to Phunamron/Htee Khee border (about 1 hour). After going through passport control, take 
you further to Dawei (about 5 hours) by local minivan.

13:00 pm:  After arrival at Dawei, transfer to your hotel. Dawei is the capital of Tanintharyi 
Division in south-eastern Myanmar, formerly known as Tavoy. Dawei has a long history of trade 
and features some interesting colonial architecture.  
  
Afternoon: Visit the clay pottery village where you will witness traditional village life and  
observe the skilled Myanmar people as they maintain the cultural tradition of handmade pottery, 
and then visit a weaving village where you will see how a Burmese Longyi (Sarong) is made on 
a traditional Burmese loom. Afterwards, visit the biggest reclining Buddha in Dawei, and view 
point of Sapar Taung to enjoy panoramic view over surrounding city area and the sunset.

Afterwards, visit Nabule beach; one of Southern Myanmar’s 
pristine beaches located north of Dawei, and Mayengyi viewpoint; one of Dawei’s most famous 
viewpoints. It is time to relax yourself and take in views of Andaman Sea. We will then continue 
our trip to Maungmagan Beach; one of the most well-known beaches in Southern Myanmar.
